Cost containment must be part of any successful national health care reform package. Yet, the legislation currently before the U.S. Senate, HR 3590, fails to address medical liability reform — a measure that has been shown to significantly reduce health care costs.

We live in a litigious society. As a result, many doctors practice defensive medicine, which is extremely costly. Studies have shown that effective medical liability reform brings down health care costs by not only discouraging defensive medicine, but also removing unnecessary litigation from the system.
Medical liability reform’s glaring absence from HR 3590 is just one reason that the Senate should put the brakes on this legislation and start over. Americans deserve meaningful, responsible health system reform that removes obstacles to high-quality care.
