While America’s health care system needs reform, HR 3590 legislation is simply bad policy. In this troubled economy, HR 3590 puts further strain on Florida’s budget by adding as many as 1.7 million people to the state’s Medicaid rolls. Meanwhile, the nonpartisan Congressional Budget Office predicts that this bill will lead to large increases in insurance premiums that Americans cannot afford.
