I am extremely concerned about the damaging effect that HR 3590 will have on my relationship with my medical doctor. While America’s health care system needs reform, HR 3590 legislation is simply bad policy. It will create more access-to-care roadblocks for patients while allowing health care costs to continue spiraling out of control.

In this troubled economy, HR 3590 puts further strain on Florida’s budget by adding as many as 1.7 million people to the state’s Medicaid rolls. This is fiscally irresponsible, and it will only worsen the plight of Medicaid patients, who already lack adequate access to care. Meanwhile, the nonpartisan Congressional Budget Office predicts that this bill will lead to large increases in insurance premiums that Americans cannot afford.

Sen. Nelson, I urge you and your fellow lawmakers to start over and craft responsible health care reform legislation that does not expand failing entitlement programs.
