Dear Sen. Nelson:

I am extremely concerned about the damaging effect that HR 3590 will have on my relationship with my medical doctor. While America’s health care system needs reform, HR 3590 legislation is simply bad policy. It will create more access-to-care roadblocks for patients while allowing health care costs to continue spiraling out of control.

I rely on my physician to provide me with high-quality care based on medical expertise. But HR 3590 gives the federal government the authority to insert itself into decisions regarding individual care. Patients need the assurance that their care is based on sound medicine, not bureaucratic mandates. When the U.S. Preventative Services Task Force recommended against routine mammograms for women under 50 years old, this only validated the fear of future care rationing by the government.

Sen. Nelson, I urge you and your fellow lawmakers to start over and craft meaningful health care reform legislation that will not undermine doctors’ ability to give patients the best care.
