Dear Sen. LeMieux:

I am extremely concerned about the damaging effect that HR 3590 will have on my relationship with my medical doctor. While America’s health care system needs reform, HR 3590 legislation is simply bad policy. It will create more access-to-care roadblocks for patients while allowing health care costs to continue spiraling out of control.

One of HR 3590’s most glaring flaws is that it does not permanently fix the current Medicare payment system for doctors — a system that has not kept pace with rising health care costs. HR 3590 only patches the current Medicare physician payment system, temporarily delaying future reductions in Medicare reimbursements.  In response, many physicians will be forced to see fewer senior citizens who rely on Medicare — a significant number in Florida. 

Sen. LeMieux, I urge you and your fellow lawmakers to start over and craft meaningful health care reform legislation that reimburses doctors fairly for their services. This is critical if Florida’s senior citizens are to have adequate access to high-quality health care.
